The range of training courses that took place in Jordan and the region targeted

a wide sector of conservation related jobs and included 'Protected Area
Management’, ‘Management Oriented Research for Biodiversity’, ‘Law-enforcement
and Patrolling ’, ‘Eco-guiding and Ecotourism Development’, ‘Environmental
Education’ ‘Project Management’, ‘Training of Trainers’ and ‘Strategic Planning’.

Transformation Strategy

RSCN's Board of Directors approved the adoption of Transformation Strategy, which
was prepared under the USAID project. The core of the Strategy revolves around 14
‘Big Ideas’, which have been devised to address the main perceived weaknesses and
needs within RSCN. These are summarized in table below.

The first steps to implement the ‘Big Ideas’ were taken in the last quarter of 2011,
under the leadership of the USAID Program Director and the Director General of
RSCN. Task groups were formed for each of the main categories of ‘Big Ideas’ and
given responsibility to develop action plans for implementation and to oversee the
process of change.

Brief Summary of the ‘Big Ideas’

Create business models, development master plans and reserve management protocols that
standardise high grade management, improve cost effectiveness and meet investment needs.

Implement a new community engagement model that shifts RSCN’s role from direct employer
and partner to facilitator and galvanizer.

Build reserve education programs that engage local children and create the reserve staff of the
future (Junior Ranger program).

Establish a Management Information System (MIS) as a foundation for tracking growth,
management decentralisation, qualification development and financial sustainability.

Establish a National Conservation Monitoring Center in the RSCN that maintains a
comprehensive conservation database of all reserves, publishes reports on the “State
of Conservation in Jordan,” and maintains a public database.

Expand membership and allied sponsorship and donation programs. Use it as a vehicle for
attracting “high paying strata”, influential people and royalty.

Give more attention to ‘cultivating' donors: institutionalize a process of acknowledgement,
regular communication and engagement in the work of RSCN

Strengthen advocacy programs and use Members and Friends more effectively to support
these programs

Establish qualification paths for staff, with curricula, manuals and certification linked to the
core competencies required.

Use the Academy to provide required qualifications for RSCN and other agencies
(and create revenue)

Create better career pathways and remuneration

Transform Wild Jordan into a holding company, operationally separate from RSCN, with a
business-based board of directors, enabled to manage and invest more extensively in nature
based business that support RSCN’s goals

Create a concession and Public Private Partnership framework that enables RSCN to effectively
develop and expand its engagement with the private sector in the management of its
business operations
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The Eco-tourism Project
Funded by USAID

Good progress was made on the restoration of Dana Village, which is destined

to become Jordan’s first heritage village for tourism. Over g5 applications for
renovation projects were received from village families and cooperatives and these
were developed into detailed designs for a wide range of tourist facilities. Local
contractors were appointed early in the year and work began on 40 new guest
rooms, shops, restaurants, an internet cafe and a reception and interpretation
center. Plans were also prepared for a new sewage and water system and a custom-
built solar hot water unit was constructed for pilot testing. Properties in the first
restoration phase are due for completion in summer of 2012. Once completed, the
scheme will bring significant social and economic benefits for the local community
and contribute to the protection of the adjoining Biosphere Reserve.

A major new archaeological trail in Feynan was mapped and finalised, with
information and expertise provided by the American Centre for Oriental Research
and the British Institute for Research in the Levant. The trail will be developed for
both hiking and 4 x4 excursions and will provide a fascinating introduction to the
remarkable assemblage of archaeological sites in this area, which span 12,000 years
of human history.

Writers and designers were commissioned to work with the Wild Jordan marketing
team to create high quality brochures and other interpretation materials for all
RSCN’s protected areas and all the main hiking trails and activities. These materials
enhance the visitors experience and help in better appreciating the work of RSCN,
brochures, promotional banners and trail guides were completed for Ajloun, Mujib
and Azraq.

Regional Nature Academy
Funded by USAID and TVET

Construction of the Academy started in June 2011 and rapid progress was made
during the rest of the year. The 3,500 square-meter complex is being built on a
large disused stone quarry near to the Ajloun Forest Reserve to avoid destroying
any trees and to demonstrate that development does not automatically mean the
destruction of the environment; that it can, in fact, contribute to the rehabilitation
of a damaged landscape. Stone from the quarry is being used for the external
walls of the building and state-of-the art environmental features and technology
are being introduced to create a truly ‘green’ construction. These features include
a geothermal energy system which will heat and cool the building using the
temperature difference between the ground surface and the rock strata 100 meters
below. It will also have solar assisted hot water system and a grey water recycling
system, making it virtually self sufficient in its energy needs.

Published the National Climate Change and Biodiversity Report; the first report on
this subject in Jordan.

Finished the economic evaluation of some reserves in the Jordan Rift Valley.

Biodiversity Conservation through Eco-Tourism in
the Mashreq Region Project

Funded by the Swiss Agency for Development and Cooperation

Published the management plan and the Bird guide of Sabkhat Al-Jabboul, the only
Ramsar site in Syria.

Finished the eco-tourism development work for Aza Al-Shouf and Ammiq Reserves
in Lebanon and completed construction of the visitor centre and eco-friendly
restaurant in the Bekka Valley.

Followed up the development of the on-line ecotourism network that was
transferred to RSCN in 2010 and is currently managed through the PR department.

Design & implement the “ Nature Station” moving exhibition idea with the
objective of highlighting conservation concepts & the risk that threatens Jordan’s
nature as well as providing solutions to protect it through nature reserves and the
succes stories behind it.

Unity the guidelines for various piblications with RSCN & Wild Jordan’s corporate
identity and develop a visual identity for each reserve reflecting its unique nature
and biodiversity.

Launched a group of seasonal promotional packages for RSCN'’s eco-tourism sites
and socioeconomic products.

Developed our partnerships with Jordanian artisans and institutions that are
Specialized in the design and production of handicrafts, including Nadia Dajani,
Burgan and the Nour Al-Hussein Foundation, and contributed to the launch of the
website: http://artdesignjo.com

Activated social media as a tool of direct communication with RSCN’s target
groups in order to promote our work in nature conservation, ecotourism and
socioeconomic development.

Produced several information brochures for the reserves, such as the ‘Visitor’s
Guide’, which describe their biodiversity, conservation value and the activities that
people can enjoy. Designed a range of new socioeconomic products such as recycled
paper items, Dana candles, calligraphy products and Christmas’ gifts.

Participated in several promotional exhibitions to increase RSCN sales.

Ecotourism and Facilities Development

Continued the development and maintenance of ecotourism facilities in RSCN
reserves and built-up the capacity of the ecotourism staff to improve service
standards.

Evaluated the satisfaction levels of visitors to RSCN facilities through guest surveys
in order to support service quality improvements.

Signed contracts with new tour operators and expanded our partnerships with the
private sector to include summer camps for students. We also introduced special
discounts for those tour operators dealing with domestic tourists in order to
encourage more Jordanian visitors.

Launched the ‘Weekly Wild Adventure’ initiative, with specially commissioned

bus trips and accommodation packages, to promote protected areas and increase
visitor numbers.

Organised special trips to market RSCN sites, targething NGOs such as Unesco,
Unrowa and providing Facilities to host thier corporate events.

Environmental Education

The Environmental Education section continued the work on developing

environmental education and awareness programmes for schoolchildren all over
the Kingdom, while implementing a number of general environmental awareness
projects. Below is a summary of the section’s most important achievements.

e Finished the outreach strategy for the Integrated Water Resource Management
and Conservation Project in the Mujib Biosphere Reserve. This project aims to
influence the water sector and demonstrate how to conserve water in and around
the Reserve.

¢ Executed an educational programme for the ‘Birds Know no Boundaries Project’ and
gave awards to the students who participated in the programme.

e Executed the Forest Inventory Campaign in Ajloun, Dibeen, Dana, and Yarmouk in
the occasion of international year of forests 2011.

e Participated in the Independence Day carnival that took place in the Children’s
Museum by organizing games that celebrate International Biodiversity Day.

e Organized a ‘Junior Rangers’ program in the Dana campsite to encourage a
new generation of young people from local communities to support nature
conservation.

e Drafted the biodiversity of Ajloun guidebook.

 Honor (100) activists whom participated in 2010 International Year of Biodiversity
activities in a special closing cermony.

e Coordinated the special training program in directorates on conservation concepts
taught in school.

Public Relations

The public relations section continued to promote RSCN'’s projects and activities
through all kind of media in order to gain widespread public support for RSCN
activities. Below is a summary of the section’s most important achievements.

e Promoted membership through all RSCN sites, increasing the number of members
by 2% and boosting Friends to the grand total of 9,000 individuals.

e Organized an awareness campaigns to support international environmental
initiatives and through a mobile exhibition, known as the “Nature Station”,
presented the protected areas of Jordan and other wildlife habitats at venues
all over the Kingdom. These activities were organized in cooperation with the
marketing section and funded by the Arab bank.

e Joined millions around the world by taking part in Earth Hour 2011, a global
initiative against climate change. The second annual “Lights Out Jordan” event
took place at Wild Jordan, with over 5oo participants from RSCN members, Friends,
and nature loversleading a candlelit march through Jabal Amman. The event was
funded by the INVEST Bank and organised in cooperation with the Greater Amman
Municipality, which arranged to switch off lights on various main roads in the
Capital.

e Participated in the international “Cleanup the World” Campaign in Dibeen Forest
Reserve, sponsored by the Arab Bank, where RSCN Members and Friends, Arab Bank
employees and schoolchildren all came together to help in cleaning up activities.

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Azraq Wetland Reserve

Reactivated the wetland rehabilitation committee and agreed on fire impact
mitigation mechanisms; and also reviewed the management plan resulted with
one year expansion.

Rehabilitated the dry reedbed areas that are most vulnerable to fire damage and
produced digital maps of these areas in coordination with the Research and Survey
Section.

Celebrated the Japanese-Jordanian Friendship Association, in cooperation with

the Japanese International Cooperation Agency (JICA), which is supporting one

of Azraq ‘s schools. The event was attended by local stakeholders, decision makers,
schools and school managers.

Recorded the Ferruginous Duck in the wetland; a very rare species that is globally
threatened according to IUCN.

Activated all the recreation and tourism programmes in the wetland reserve,
including picnicking, Bedouin experiences, the Al-Dahek trail, and the safari
programime.

Received a scientific report regarding the oldest human skeleton found in the
wetland, which is thought to date back to 20,000 years before Christ.

Participated With the Hashemite Fund for Development and the German Agency
for International Cooperation (GIZ) in evaluation of the logo design for high areas/
Azraq Basin competition, and participated in the celebration that took place in the
Children’s Museum under the patronage of the Secretary General of the ministry of
Water and Irrigation.

Hosted a field visit by Members of Parliament and representatives of the Health
and Environment Committee to check on the needs of the Azraq wetland reserve
and Azraq area.

Hosted a field visit by the Head of the Environmental Police who participated in the
closing ceremony of the environmental police workshop held in the reserve and
distributed the workshop certificates to participants.

Tested samples of reeds, algae and mushrooms collected from the wetland reserve
and sent them to the Hashemite University and the Jordan University for Science
and Technology.

Carried out the Azraq Killifish Survey under the monitoring programme for this key
species.

Developed a specialized bird watching programme for the wetland reserve.

Shaumari Wildlife Reserve

Drafted a funding proposal for the Gulf War Compensation Programme to
rehabilitate the rangeland in and around the reserve and to develop the reserve’s
infrastructure and facilities.

Finished the preparation of the new safari vehicles and designed the proposed
route in the reserve.

Imported seven Arabian Oryx from the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia to add new blood
stock to the Shaumari herd. The new individuals are now isolated in quarantine.
Established an Oryx captive breeding unit, with 10 animals, and prepared an
isolation unit for them

Finished of the preparation of the veterinary clinic.

Prepared and operated the environmental police unit onsite.

Yarmouk Nature Reserve

Finalized the preparation of a firefighting plan in cooperation with the forestry
directorate, civil defense, and public work directorate in the area including the
demarcation of fire vulnerable sites using GPS. A total of 16 fire incidents were
controlled in and around the reserve in 2011. Firefighting equipment was also
purchased for the use of all the parties involved.

Selected potential sites for building an observation / monitoring tower, in
cooperation with the forestry directorate.

Implemented a communication and outreach programme targeting local
communities. The programme was named Yarmoukna, which in Arabic stands for
“our Yarmouk”.

Started the implementation of a socioeconomic strategy for the protected area that
includes several activities to increase the local communities’ benefit of the reserve.
Established one trail to be used for ecotourism and trained 12 people from local
communities in eco-guiding skills.

Carried out the flora survey in the reserve and the surrounding Special.
Conservation Area and recorded the natural regeneration of the deciduous oak
trees.

Carried out a survey on Oak diseases and baseline surveys of carnivores and
rodents, in cooperation with the Research Section of RSCN.

Fifa Nature Reserve

Prepared the reserve monitoring and conservation plan.

Distributed special barriers to 7o families in the Fifa area to protect them from
attacks by feral dogs.

Built working relationships with decision makers and other key stakeholders and
partners, and most notably the armed forces and directorate of forestry.
Participated with the local communities in the “Our Beautiful Village” campaign,
including donations of fruit trees to local communities and constructing sunshades
at bus stops.

Provided local cooperatives with the needed infrastructure, furniture and equipment.
Built the capacity of local cooperatives’ representatives in computer skills.

Hired staff for all functional units in the reserve.

Followed -up the building contract for the reserve’s new office.

Dana Biosphere Reserve

Continued the implementation of management programmes in conservation,
socioeconomic development, ecotourism, and local community outreach; namely:

e Developed a management plan for the Al-Barrah area through the newly
established livestock owners’local cooperative and helped the cooperative secure
funds for its activities.

¢ Secured new project funds to conserve the globally threatened Syrian Serin
(bird species), which has a large population living in Dana.

¢ Organized a series of voluntary work days in cooperation with local cooperatives,
including cleaning-up campaigns and building rocky seats for resting along Wadi
Dana.

e Enhanced the relationships and opened communication channels with decision
makers in the Tafila Governorate, including the districts of Buseira and Qadeseyah.

e Promoted a photograph competition for students of Buseira district in cooperation
with the American Embassy in Amman.

e Supported a control program for feral domestic animals, especially dogs, in
cooperation with the Tafila Governorate.

e Followed up the management contract with Eco-hotels and the relationship with
the Hamza Tourism Cooperative and local communities in Feynan to organise
tourists’ transportation.

e Developed cooperation mechanisms with the Agriculture Directorate of Buseira to
issue grazing permissions in the Al-Barrah area of the Dana Reserve.

e Applied new ‘camera trap ‘techniques in the annual ibex survey in association with

Indiana University.
¢ Surveyed the Syrian Serin, owls, and other raptors in the Reserve.
Surveyed the rangeland in the Al-Barrah area.

Mujib Biosphere Reserve

e Developed a 7 years strategic management plan to be implemented strating 2012.
This new plan builds on updated ecological research results.
e Several plans and strategies were prepared during the year, including:
(i) aland use plan around the reserve, which involved a review of the existing buffer
zone and internal zoning plan.
(ii) a strategy to manage and monitor the water resources in and around the reserve
through the ‘Integrated Water Resource Management and Conservation Program’.
¢ On the Occassion of announcing Mujib as the second Biosphere reserve RSCN
organised an event with the objective of local community decision markets raising
the awareness of on the importance of this achievement.

Developing an outreach strategy to engage decision makers and other groups that
can influence the management of the Reserve.

Made qualitative improvements to the patrolling programmes in the Reserve using
new patrolling methods and techniques.

Conducted dragon fly and fish surveys in the Mujib Basin, including the Hidan and
Mujib Rivers.

Ajloun Forest Reserve

Executed the annual forest inventory programme and updated the existing
herbarium. The number of plant species in the herbarium reached 270 and the
plant list of the reserve reached a total of 411 species.

The benefits received by the local communities around the Reserve reached the
equivalent of 178,000 JDs, which is 11 % higher than 2010.

Established a Reserve Steering Committee, including local community
representatives and stakeholders, under the presidency of the Ajloun Governor.
Applied a set of precautionary measures to control fires, including fire breaks and
grazing tall grasses, in association with relevant agencies.

Installed fixed ‘Automatic Camera Traps’ to monitor and study the Roe Deer

and other animals’ movements and enrich the reserve’s database of wildlife
photographs.

Celebrated ‘International Forest Year’ in cooperation with the UNESCO Chair at
Yarmouk University. The celebration was attended by 130 participants including
students and nature club supervisors from both Jerash and Ajloun. The event
included some activities and honoring of the winning clubs and students.
Carried out surveys of the rodents, bats, and carnivores in the reserve.

Dibeen Forest Reserve

Carried out forest inventory survey and monitored the regeneration of key species
after the large fire that occurred in the Al-Aqra’a area of the reserve.

Applied the outreach programme with relevant stakeholders and reformed the
reserve’s steering committee.

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Strategic Achievements in 2011

The formal declaration by the Government of the

National Campaign to Save
Bergish Forest

RSCN actively participated with several other
organisations in a national campaign against the military
academy in Bergish. A variety of public activities were
organized, media and social networks were employed
and lectures on the environmental impact of the project
were presented. The combined effect of these initiatives
convinced the government to freeze the project until
more acceptable alternatives could be found.

for and protect the Kingdom'’s biodiversity. As such, it is one of the few voluntary
organizations in the Middle East to be granted such a public service mandate.

Within and around its protected
areas, RSCN has been contributing to this alternative economy by developing eco-
tourism and other nature-based businesses that are generating additional income
and social benefits for some of the poorest people in Jordan. By providing tangible
benefits, such businesses not only position nature conservation in the “real world”,
but also create alternative and more benign uses of land, and gradually build-up
popular support for both the concept and practice of nature conservation.

A member gains the
right to run as a candidate for a seat on the Board of Directors after four years of
uninterrupted membership in RSCN.

President’s Word

The Royal Society for the Conservation of Nature (RSCN) is pleased to share with you
our main achievements for 2011, in continuation of a process started in 1966 when
RSCN was first established. The number of achievements is too great to summarize
here in a few words but I would like to highlight those that represent a key event or
turning point in our endeavors to conserve Jordan’s biodiversity and link it to social
and economic development.

The declaration of the Mujib Nature Reserve as a ‘Man and Biosphere Reserve’ under
UNESCO gave RSCN international recognition for creating people-based conservation
programmes in the Reserve that are built on integrating the protection of nature with
the development of local community livelihoods.

At the national level, two new protected areas in the Jordan Rift Valley, Fifa and Qatar,
were officially declared by the government, representing a milestone towards the
completion of the national protected area network that will sustain Jordan’s critical
biodiversity heritage. Outside of our protected area responsibilities, RSCN was also
very active in supporting conservation-based land use planning initiatives and it led
the national campaign to save the natural oak forests of Burquish in Ajloun, which
were threatened by building development.

Starting construction of the “Nature Academy” in Ajloun was another key event for
RSCN during 2011. This state-of-the-art, environment friendly building is destined to
become a center of excellence for training and capacity building in eco-tourism and
many other environmental disciplines for the people of Jordan and neighbouring Arab
countries.

None of these major milestones could have been achieved without a strong
institutional base and management team and to further strengthen RSCN’s
institutional capacity and long-term sustainability, the Board of Directors adopted
a transformation strategy, that will greatly improve the way RSCN operates over the
coming years.

Finally, Many thanks to everyone who has supported RSCN'’s work in whatever
capacity, including RSCN staff, members, volunteers, ministries, donors and my
colleagues on the Board of Directors.
